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What is Biblical Fantasy?

A fantasy work that places the gospel of the Bible and sound
theology at the core of its worldview and value system.

A creative act that sets up a speculative field based on the
premise: “What if everything the Bible says were true?” and
conducts philosophical thought experiments within that
framework.

Considers even the matters on which Scripture intentionally
remains silent—not to expose the silence, but to contemplate
the very fact that it is silent.

As a principle, it stands on the interpretive ground
of the Protestant Evangelical tradition, particularly
a literal reading of Scripture.

It is not a genre for proving that “the Bible is fantasy
/ entertainment / mythology / occult.”

Unlike Theological Fantasy, it does not demand
high-level theological precision. Instead, it seeks a
balance between faith and entertainment.
